Duration of Period: 75minutes         

Brief Description Of The Period 

Objectives and anticipated Problems 


Topic:  Movie Project

General Aim:  

To provide students with basic functional vocabulary related to media content and at the same time help students critically analyze elements of a movie.

Specific objectives:  At the end of this project students will have a solid understanding of the elements of a movie. Furthermore, they will have a basic knowledge of the development of the movie elements. Students will have knowledge of this vocabulary and be able to discuss them.

Evaluation Criteria:  

1) Oral Product:  Participation in class discussion.

2) Written Product: Worksheet: Students will have to fill in a worksheet. Successful completion of the worksheet will indicate that students have understood the topic matter.

An additional final written composition will be evaluated with a rubric.

3) Self -Evaluate: document from their coop file. Plus an additional self-evaluation sheet.

Anticipated problems: students may have trouble remembering the elements of a movie.

Solution: flashcards and hand outs have been prepared.

Structure Of Lessons (lesson one out of five)

Date: March 8, 2011

Duration: 75 minutes 


What The Teacher Does:

Pre: 5mins

The teacher starts with a quick recap of the previous class. The teacher reminds the students that up to this point they have already been introduced to the main elements of a movie (Introduction, Storyline and Theme).  Remind students that they have already worked on character development. 

While: 50mins

Now tell them that they will work on story development, which includes introduction and rising action.  The teacher gives a brief description of the above terms by using the handouts. The teacher will show one of the handouts on the smart board. Next, the teacher informs students that they will watch the movie “ Shark Take” and fill in the story chart based on the information viewed in the movie.

The teacher plays the movie up until the rising action can be viewed. The teacher stops the movie and asks students fill in the chart up until rising action.

 Post: 10-15 mins

The teacher takes up answers.

 Finally, the teacher will tell the students that next class they will continue filling in the story chart.  However, next class they will be introduced the to remaining elements of a storyline.

What the student does 

Pre 5mins

The students give some examples of the introduction elements of a movie.

They take out their handout and following along with the teacher.

While: 50mins

Students watch the movie. After the movie is stopped students fill in the story chart up until the rising action.

Post: 10-15mins

The students participate and share his/her answers with the teacher.

Structure Of Lessons ( Two one out of five)

Date: March 10, 2011

Duration: 75 minutes 


What The Teacher Does:

Pre: 5mins

The teacher starts with a quick recap of the previous class. 

Remind students of the material covered last class (introduction (characters and setting), rising action)

While: 50mins

Now tell them that they will work on the remaining elements, which includes conflict, climax, falling action and resolution.  The teacher gives a brief description of the above terms by using the handouts. The teacher will show one of the handouts on the smart board. Next, the teacher informs students that they will watch the movie “ Shark Take” and fill in the story chart based on the information viewed in the movie.

The teacher plays the movie up from the rising action until the very end. The teacher stops the movie and asks students fill in the chart up until rising action.

 Post: 10-15 mins

The teacher takes up answers. Next, explains that next class they will begin to brainstorm their movie.

What the student does 

Pre 5mins

The students give some examples of the movie’s setting and movie characters.

They take out their handout and following along with the teacher.

While: 50mins

Students watch the second part of the movie. After the movie has ended, they fill in the story chart up until the theme.

Post: 10-15mins

The students participate and share his/her answers with the teacher.

Structure Of Lessons (lesson Three out of five)

Date: March 14, 2011

Duration: 75 minutes 


What The Teacher Does:

Pre: 5mins

The teacher starts with a quick recap of the previous class. The teacher reminds the students that now they have seen all the elements of a movie and are ready to create their own. 

While: 65mins

Tell students that they will work on the brainstorming for their own movie. Explain the instructions for brainstorming. Have the students pick the theme for their movie.  Hand out brainstorming worksheet. Have students begin to work on the brainstorming (character and setting). The teacher will circulate, make sure everyone is on task and understand their theme.

Post: 5mins

The teacher will pick up the brainstorming sheet from each group, approve and correct them for next class.

*** Note: In order to guide students the teacher will show the handout used from previous classes on the smart board and ask students to use their “resources.” 

What the student does 

Pre 5mins

Using the story chart worksheet, the students give some examples of the elements of a movie.

While: 50mins

In their groups students collectively work on developing their introduction based on the theme they chose. 

Post: 5mins


The students make sure their team number is on the brainstorming sheet and give it in for correction.
